Facing the imminent threat of en-bloc, coupled with dwindling sales
and a notorious reputation with tourists, timber turned electronics
hub Sim Lim Square is a melding of national and transnational
labour and affects, visible and invisible networks, trendy and
obsolete goods; all etched in the Singaporean subconscious.
